Year 2, Term 4 Overview 2022
Welcome to Term 4! We are looking forward to an exciting final term and the celebrations to come.  
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RELIGION 
The Modules being studied this term are:
· Mission
· Advent to Christmas
ENGLISH

● Speaking/Listening: We continue to practise good listening skills as well as comprehending through listening using a paired reading and talking program.  The students will continue to take part in a daily listening task where they are focusing on developing comprehension skills while being good listeners.  iPads will be used to support students in expressing their thoughts and ideas.  
● Reading: We will focus on different types of texts through shared and modelled reading and will use this time to explicitly teach comprehension strategies, grammar and spelling. 
Independent Reading and Home Reading: Readers’ will continue with home readers and on Wushka. This way reading progress can be tracked and monitored. The books set on Wushka are instructional level to increase fluency and confidence in oral reading which promotes comprehension. Those students who are considered fluent readers will read library or home books. It is essential that students are being asked questions in relation to what they have read or to retell main events to support their comprehension of texts. All students will be required to read each night as part of their homework. It is very important at this age that ALL children practise reading aloud at home, and are read to, no matter how well your child can read. This ensures they pay attention to their accuracy, expression and fluency.
● Writing: Children’s writing will focus on imaginative and information texts. Through the text, we will develop writing strategies and explicitly teach how to proofread and edit the students writing. Spelling, grammar and comprehension are included in writing lessons. 
MATHEMATICS
This term we will be exploring Number and Algebra with a focus on integrating the four operations with fractions. We will then continue to look at Measurement and Geometry focusing on area, capacity and mass. In Statistics and Probability, we will explore the gathering and representing of data. Children will work on open-ended tasks at their ability levels to develop problem-solving skills.  
SCIENCE
Chemical Science— Materials and Changes. Students will identify that materials can change physically to effect the shape and size of a material. They will explore the physical changes in everyday objects in their lives by participating in guided investigations where they use their senses to explore and answer questions.

Forces and Energy- Students will explore objects that are subjected to push and pull forces. We will look at the concept of gravity and consider the effects of the pull towards earth. They will explore the way objects move on land, through water and in the air.
PDHPE
Child Protection 1-Students will develop an understanding of appropriate and inappropriate physical, social and emotional interactions between themselves and those around them. Being able to name body systems and body parts can protect students from unwanted sexual contact. They will recognise situations when they require support and assistance, and to identify trusted sources of help.
P.E. is taught by Miss Bartos on Fridays

Golf will be on in Weeks 2- 5 this Term on Wednesdays. All children are to wear their sports uniform on Wednesdays and Fridays.
CREATIVE ARTS

Mrs Forster will teach Music and Drama on Thursday.
In art we are studying abstract art and the artist Jackson Pollack. We will also be creating Christmas artworks and craft.
LIBRARY
Library day is Tuesday. Please ensure your child has their library bag with them. All books will be collected towards the end of Term for a stocktake. Please hunt around home for any overdue books.
Homework

The children will complete spelling, EMU 200 hits and associated activities. Homework may also be linked to other curriculum areas. Please remind your children to return all homework by Thursday. Reading each night is crucial.  The recommended time frame for homework is up to 30 minutes per day including reading.
